Picnic at Brayton 
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Uncle Albert’s Cycling Tips 
Single-butted spokes make the strongest wheels.  The thicker part of the spoke is 
bigger than the raised thread profile and the spoke head isn’t a sloppy fit in the hub 
flange.   

Contrary to what many people believe, there is no evidence to support the view that 
talcum powder sprinkled inside a tyre will make it roll more easily.  If you put talcum 
powder in a tyre there will be no such thing as a ‘slow’ puncture.  The tiniest hole will 
cause the tyre to deflate immediately. 

Self-sealing inner tubes are not a gimmick; they really do work.  However, they cause 
noticeable drag.  The same is true of puncture-proof tyres. 

If you have Presta valves, get an adapter to fit a Schrader pump and keep it in your 
tool kit.  Should someone steal your pump, you will be able to use a garage airline. 

You can use the compressor out of an old freezer to inflate tyres.  It will reach 100 psi 
with no difficulty. 

Always fit a dynamo behind the stay or fork, rather than in front, as it is much less 
likely to slip in wet weather. 

Colour code your spanners with PVC tape.  Five different colours are enough. 

Clean chains by soaking and shaking them in a tin of paraffin.  A large coffee tin is 
ideal.  Hang them up to dry for a day or two before using them again.  Any residual 
paraffin will merely dilute the new lubricant and will soon evaporate.  The same can’t 
be said of degreasing agents. 

Lubricate screw-on derailleur blocks by leaving them to stand overnight in a tin of oil.  
Some SACHS blocks have an oiling hole, but the cogs need to be removed to get at it. 

Chains are best lubricated with chain wax. It doesn’t attract dirt, it doesn’t spray on to 
the frame and tyre, and neither does it wash off in the rain. This product is available at 
Halfords. Unfortunately, it becomes stiff in freezing weather and gear changing can be 
sluggish. At all costs avoid graphite grease as it attracts dirt just like a magnet. 

Dia-Tech market a mountain bike brake lever that has a removable sleeve enabling it 
to fit different-sized handlebars. If a pair of these is fitted in the centre of drop 
handlebars you can use V-brakes without any problems. 

If a brake cable inner wire starts to fray, don’t replace the outer cover if it is in decent 
condition.  A new outer would take some time to compress and stabilise.   

Buy a spare pedal dust cap and screw a grease nipple into it.  If this cap is fitted to a 
pedal, grease can be forced through the bearings.  Unfortunately, it can’t be left in 
place, as the nipple will soon be knocked off.

We were all going by car 
to Belford and hoping to meet at Bluebell Farm for 7.00 pm Friday evening. 

Bill and I got there first and I was amazed at what a lovely place it was. Fantastic; 
everywhere with lovely buildings, surroundings, ducks and a beautiful swan. Also 
loads of doves and pigeons with dovecots everywhere, with babies in! There were 
even big mesh cages set in big bushes so budgerigars could live outside There was 
also a little brook that ran around the Bluebell farm for the ducks and swan to 
swim in. To me, it felt like it might be heaven, but if you are not a bird or an 
animal lover then it might not seem such a happy place.

Saturday I was up early at 6.00, after listening to the church clock strike four and 
five, and hearing the ducks. Bill got up early too and we saw the swan ringing the 
brass bell at the gate, because she wanted to get out for a feed on the grass in front 
of our barn. 

Soon everyone had showered and dressed and we discussed, while having 
breakfast, where we would cycle that day . We couldn’t go to Holy Island as the 
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tide times were wrong . It was decided to cycle inland, so once we got our bikes 
out we were off. Belford is a village in a dip, so whatever direction there is a big 
climb out. I had to get off part way out, and this proved to be one of many big 
hills - much bigger than at home, but really beautiful scenery, and the weather 
was good. Steven was riding his own bike and he proved to be a very strong rider 
even up hill. We were heading for Wooler for lunch and then on to the village of 
Etal where there was a miniature Railway. When we arrived we were 
disappointed to find that for some reason it wasn’t running. While we were sitting 
on a bench a man came out and gave us all a booklets called “Tweed Horizon 
Border Cycling Rides”. 

We had afternoon tea in Etal at a lovely café and had a nice bowl of mushroom 
soup outside in the sun. Opposite were a pub and a house with really superb 
thatched roofs Then we were off again through Ford with its Castle, then on to 
Fenwick and back to Bluebell Farm. About 35 hilly miles and I was relieved not 
to get cramp! 

In the evening fish and chips were the order of the day, with wine donated by Ian. 
I buttered a pile of bread and butter that Bill had bought yesterday. We drank 
loads of tea too and then noticed that Ian was missing. I found him collapsed on 
his bunk fully dressed complete with his shoes, and that was the end of him until 
Sunday morning. In fact I think we all slept well that night after such an energetic 
day.  

Sunday’s weather was good again, but Bill didn’t feel up to riding . He suggested 
I ride with the group to Seahouses, and that he would meet us all there. As Bill 
had kindly bought me up in his car I put all my stuff in his car before the rest of us 
started off. We were going home from Seahouses. 

The ride, after climbing out of Belford, was very pleasant and followed the coast 
road passing Warren Mill.

Then off we went, leaving Northumberland 
behind.  
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Retro-Direct Two Speed Gea r  
 

��N modern parlance, Retro means going back in time but, although this system 
dates from the past, retro here means “backwards”.  

The purpose of this rather peculiar chain setup is to provide a two speed gear. 
There are two independent single speed freewheels of different sizes. High gear is 
selected by pedalling forward and low gear is selected by pedalling backwards. 

A French company, Barberon & Meuniers patented the system in 1869. When the 
patent expired in 1903 the idea was taken up by other companies and bikes like 
this stayed in production until 1938. 

Although it’s over seventy years since such bikes were available in the west, they 
are still produced in China. We are led to believe that, although pedalling back-
wards feels very odd at first, the newness soon wears off and the system works 
very well. The only real drawback is that the bicycle can’t be wheeled backwards 
as both freewheels will lock up. Neither can the pedals be moved when the bike is 
stationary. There is also a lot of noise when pedalling backwards. 

It seems a pity that this system is a thing of the past as it would be just the thing 
for going up to the shops. It also has the advantage of being almost maintenance 
free. 

It is not too difficult to set up a bike like this and there are instructions on the 
Internet for anyone who fancies a challenge. It is even possible to have a system 
with two chainwheels. There are problems, however. The left pedal on a bike has 
a left hand thread to prevent it unscrewing and when the bike is pedalled back-
wards both pedals will unscrew unless a heavy duty thread locking compound is 
used. Also, it can only be made to work on mountain bikes as the chain will foul 
on the chainstays of a lightweight bike. Those who have tried making a bike like 
this report that it works better if high gear is engaged by pedalling backwards. 
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Wakefield Wheel 
 
The Wakefield Cycling forum works tirelessly on our behalf and one of their best 
efforts is the “Wakefield Wheel”. This is a circular route of about 36 miles around  
Wakefield. It is largely due to the work of David Keighley, the Forum vice-
chairman, that this project has at last been achieved. The local authority has pro-
vided the money for most of the signs and erected those that needed new posts. 
Des Hampshire, Robert Clegg and Peter Robinson helped David to attach signs to 
existing posts. The ride is best attempted in an anti-clockwise direction as, so far, 
it has only been signed in one direction. 

A professionally produced map is available from public libraries but the map 
printed below will give you a good idea of the route. 
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The weekend had been very happy one and a great success. Kate hopes we may 
do it again next year, so maybe more people may come and we may visit Holy 
Island next time.

After pressure from “Guide Dogs for the Blind” amongst other groups, Wok-
ing town council has banned cycling in the town centre between 10.00 am and 
4.00 pm. The “Guardian” printed an article condemning the scheme and gave 
“Guide Dogs for the Blind” the opportunity to reply. They declined the invitation. 

 

A new transport museum has recently opened in Glasgow. This is the 
“Riverside Museum and it has a large collection of cycling “stuff”. 

 

When lawyer Simon Page was on the last leg of a training ride from Dover to 
London with seven friends, he probably didn’t expect it to make the news. How-
ever, this is exactly what happened after he was punched in the head by a driver 
as the group rode through Bexley Village in Kent. The alleged assault was cap-
tured on a helmet-cam by one of the riders and clearly shows the incident, which 
was witnessed by members of the public, including a child. The police had not 
taken the matter further after six weeks, despite the video evidence, so Simon's 
friend put the footage on YouTube and it was circulated widely. Soon after, John 
Nicholls of Dartford handed himself in and will face a charge of common assault 
when he appears at Bexley Magistrates' Court.
